(7) Civil Procedure (last tested Feb. 2006 – res judicata, collateral estoppel)

a. Less likely to appear

b. If appears, probably jurisdiction – personal or subject, joinder

(8) Community Property (last tested July 2005 – tracing, dissolution of marriage, stocks)

a. More likely than not

b. Must demonstrate – general presumptions plus accurate rules of law re specific assets.

(9) Corporations (last tested July 2005 – joined with professional responsibility)

a. More likely than not

b. More likely federal securities law – 10(b)(5), 16(b)

c. Fiduciary duties

(10) Professional Responsibility
a. Definite

b. Maybe full-blown

(11) Remedies
a. Definite

b. Probably joined with another topic

c. Injunctions

(12) Wills and Trusts (wills last tested Feb. 2006 omitted spouse, children, intestacy)

a. Trusts more likely (last tested Feb. 2005)

b. Wills less likely
