VISA & INSURANCE INFORMATION

Passport/Visa
Requirements

Exchange students are required to visit their local Israeli Consulate or Embassy of Israel prior to

their arrival to obtain a student visa.
The student visa is an A2 visa — a multiple-entry student visa (making it possible to leave Israel
for a vacation and return without requiring a new visa). The visa is valid for up to one year.
Recipients of this visa are not permitted to work in Israel.

It is mandatory that all students participating in programs of one semester or longer secure a
Student Visa (A-2) before arriving in Israel.

Y ou must contact your local Israeli embassy or consulate to apply for a student visa. The
following items must be submitted upon application:
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. Your passport or other travel document, valid for at least two years

. A letter of acceptance from the Hebrew University
. For students under age 18, a notarized declaration signed by both parents
. A visa application form, in duplicate, with one photograph attached to each copy. (These

forms may be obtained from the Israeli Consulate)
